Let It Go!
The events surrounding the Easter story, the crucifixion, death and resurrection of Jesus, were packed with every negative emotion that we humans have: anger, fear, jealousy, denial, greed, lust, and hatred.  Yet Jesus stayed true to His mission / purpose.  To do that He had to "let go" of all the negative emotions bombarding him... He forgave.  Forgiveness means to "let it go."   Such letting go frees us to focus on our present purpose - life! 
Hurt & Wounds Calling - "Put me in your Backpack of Life."
(Luke 19:45-20:3; 20:19,20; 22:1-6)
1. You are wounded and the other does not know it

2. You are wounded and the other knows it and acknowledges it

3. You are wounded and the other knows it but denies it

4. You are wounded and the other knows it, acknowledges it and does it again!

5. You feel hurt but really you just got your panties in a bunch

6. You were wounded by a look, action, word that a person did unknowingly
7. You wounded another and you got wounded back
Let it GO... 
Ephesians 4:30 And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, with whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. 31 Get rid of all bitterness, rage and anger, brawling and slander, along with every form of malice. 32 Be kind and compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ God forgave you. 
· Humans were created with free will and disobeyed God

· As long as there are relationships, there will be a need for forgiveness

Ephesians 5:1 Follow God’s example, therefore, as dearly loved children 2 and walk in the way of love, just as Christ loved us and gave himself up for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God.

· God reaches out in love and provides forgiveness, a way back

· God in Christ was reconciling the world

· Forgiveness "costs!"  God demonstrated His love for us in giving His Son.  Forgiveness has a price tag - even for us.
· Lack of forgiveness costs even MORE!

Let it Go... is The Message of Easter

· Forgiveness is an endless subject.  Peter wanted it to be easy just 7 times - but Jesus said seventy times seven!  

· Those who crucified Jesus were ignorant of whom they were crucifying.
· One of those crucified with Jesus wanted forgiveness - Jesus replied, "You will be with me in paradise."
· Judas did not forgive himself, he hung himself.
· Mistaken wrongs - i.e. you think they wronged you but they didn't.  Some even blame God!
· God has forgiven us even before we asked or realized our need.
· I can't forgive you!  

· You must forgive to really LIVE!
